With the
thought-provoking topics, each student will seek argument and justification on his/her views to
formulate conclusions, suggestions, or recommendations. Thus, students wil | become highly competent,
opinionated, and interactive towards leadership and management in a communicative environment.
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By the end of the course, students will have:

1. compared and contrasted opinions presented in the learning materials and by students;

2. examined their capacity to accommodate and assimilate language inputs and other experiences;
3. asserted self-expression to obtain prestige and network; and,

4. displayed interest and enthusiasm for personal growth and maturity.
